Vintage prints from the twenties and thirties by a
French modernist who worked in Paris until the
Second World War. Moral, who died in Switzer-
land in 1999, was published in Vu, Vanity Fair,
and, especially, Harper’s Bazaar, but his work
hadn’t been exhibited for fifty years when a mu-
seum show was organized in France in 1999. The
Parisian street scenes and Surrealist photograms re-
call the work of his contemporaries André Kértész
and Man Ray.
